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PENTECOST

It is often stated that the ‘Holy Spirit is the forgotten
God.” Our prayers are addressed to the Father and to Je-
sus. We remember the Holy Sprit around Pentecost time;
yet after the Ascension of Jesus, it is the time of the Holy
Sprit, the promise of Jesus before being taken up to
heaven.

In modern times, the Charismatic Movement has
done much to remind us of the presence of the Holy
Spirit in the Church and in our personal lives. We have
been baptized in the name of the Holy Trinity (Father,
Son and the Holy Spirit). At Confirmation, the Holy
Spirit has been poured into our soul and made us adult
members among the community of believers, the Holy
Catholic Church.

With the infusion of the Holy Spirit, we received the
seven gifts of the Holy Sprit. The information about the
seven gifts of the Holy Spirit is derived from the Holy
Scripture:

The Spirit of the LORD will rest on Him; The spirit
of wisdom and understanding; The spirit of counsel and
strength; The spirit of knowledge and the fear of the
LORD. And He will delight in the fear of the LORD;
And He will not judge by what His eyes see, Nor make a
decision by what His ears hear; But with righteousness,
He will judge the poor, And decide with fairness for the
afflicted of the earth; And He will strike the earth with
the rod of His mouth, And with the breath of His lips He
will slay the wicked. (Isaiah 11:2-4)

1. Wisdom

Wisdom is not the quoting of facts. Wisdom corre-
sponds to the virtue of charity. It allows a person to un-
derstand things from God's point of view. In other
words, Wisdom allows a person to recognize truth and

take this truth and use it to glorify God by choosing
Godly solutions to problems.

2. Understanding

Understanding is the second gift of the Holy Spirit,
and people sometimes have a hard time understanding
(no pun intended) how it differs from wisdom. While
wisdom is the desire to contemplate the things of God,
Understanding allows us to grasp, at least in a limited
way, the very essence of the truths of the Catholic Faith.
Through understanding, we gain a certitude about our
beliefs that moves beyond faith

3. Counsel

The Gift of Counsel is also known as a Gift of Right
Judgment. Counsel, the third gift of the Holy Spirit, is
the perfection of the cardinal virtue of prudence. Pru-
dence can be practiced by anyone, but Counsel is super-
natural. Through this gift of the Holy Spirit, we are able
to judge how best to act—almost by intuition. Because
of the gift of counsel, Christians need not fear to stand
up for the truths of the Faith, because the Holy Spirit
will guide us in defending those truths.

4. Fortitude

The Gift of Fortitude is also known as the Gift of Courage. Through this Gift, a person is no longer
afraid to stand up for God and His truths. A person who has the Gift of Fortitude will stand up for good
against evil and is convicted to take a stand when the occasion arises.

5. Knowledge

The Gift of Knowledge allows a person to understand the meaning and purpose God has for him
and to live up to this meaning. It differs from Wisdom in that it is an action, not just a desire, to live up
to the ways of God. It differs from Understanding in that it is not just an ability; it is a knowing.

6. Piety

Piety, the sixth gift of the Holy Spirit, is the perfection of the virtue of religion. While we tend to think
of religion today as the external elements of our faith, it really means the willingness to worship and to
serve God. Piety takes that willingness beyond a sense of duty, so that we desire to worship God and
to serve Him out of love, the way that we desire to honor our parents and do what they wish.

7. Fear of the Lord

The Gift of Fear of the Lord puts God in the proper perspective. A person with this Gift understands
the greatness and awesomeness of the Lord. They want to serve Him because of who He is. A person
with the Gift of Fear of the Lord understands who they are, and, why they are here in relationship to
God; in other words, everything they are is due to the wonder, love, grace, and perfection of God. It is
respect and love for God.

Fruits of the Holy Spirit

If the qifts of the Holy Spirit are like virtues, then the fruits of the Holy Spirit are the actions that those
virtues produce. Prompted by the Holy Spirit, through the gifts of the Holy Spirit, we bear fruit in the
form of moral action. In other words, the fruits of the Holy Spirit are works that we can perform only with
the aid of the Holy Spirit. The presence of these fruits is an indication that the Holy Spirit dwells in the
Christian believer.

The Catholic Church |lists 12 Afruits of the&3.Hol
The12 fruits of the Spirit are: charity (love), joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, gen-
tleness, faithfulness, modesty, self-control, and chastity (see the Catechism of the Catholic Church,

1832). Through practice, we learn how to allow these spiritual fruits to mature in us. They do not de-
velop individually; the fruits are mutually dependent.

Come, Holy Spirt, fill the hearts of your faithful and enkindle in them the fire of your love.
Send forth your Spirt and they shall be created. And you shall renew the face of the earth.
