Scam Alert

The Diocese of Oakland warns the public of an ongoing phishing scam involving emails and texts
purportedly from Bishop Barber, diocesan priests or parish/Chancery staff. This scam has hit many
parishes across the United States, as well as other faith communities. The Federal Trade Commission
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provided information on this scam in July 2019. The email or text purports to be from a person
the target knows, such as oned6s pastor, a parish s
the Church. If the target responds to the fake email or text, the sender will follow up with a re-
guest for some sort of monetary assistance, often for gift cards, Google Play cards or iTune cards.

It is truly unfortunate cyber criminals will attempt to exploit the generous nature of our commu-
nity. Sending emails or texts asking for cash or gifts cards is not how priests, parishes or the Dio-
cese of Oakland seeks financial assistance for our work. If you receive an email or text from a
trusted church personnel asking for assistance, confirm by calling that person and do NOT re-
spond to the email or text.

If you or someone you know paid a scammer with a gift card, report it as soon as possible. Call
the card company and tell them the gift card was used in a scam. Here is contact information for
some of the gift card companies that scammers use most often. Then, tell the FTC about it
at ftc.gov/complaint . Your reports may help law enforcement agencies launch investigations that
could stop imposters and other fraudsters in their tracks.

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Helping kids cope with the coronavirus outbreak

Now that the World Health Organization has declared the coronavirus outbreak a pandemic,
and cases of the virus are spreading throughout the United States, we are witnessing an un-
precedented series of cancellations and closures. Many people are also struggling with anxiety
around questions: AWil/l my family get sick?0; f
need?06 Kids, too, can get anxi ous, especially ¢
can we help kids cope with the stress of the outbreak and its ongoing effects to our everyday
lives? Here are a few tips:

lKeep adults informed, but | imit childrenos
virus. This is especially important for young children. Children below the age 7 not only
have trouble understanding much of what is in the news, but also have difficulty putting
the information into perspective because of their limited experience with the outside
world. They might tend to think that the virus is much more widespread than it actually
I s, and might assume t hat i f cases of Cor o
outside the door waiting to infect them.
2.Reassure children that you will keep them safe. Help them know what they can do to
control spread of germs, like washing their hands and appropriately covering their
coughs, but tell them that you are there to protect them and will make sure they have
what they need.
3Prepare. Donét resort to panic buying, taki
hand extra food and other supplies if it should become necessary (as it already has in
some communities) to stay home for a period of time. You might wish to involve older
kids and teens in these preparations if they are interested in helping. Sometimes doing
what we can do helps us feel a little more in control of a scary situation. In your family
preparations, consider what you might need to keep kids busy for a period of time if
schools are closed. Art supplies, board games and other items that are alternatives to
constant screen time might be helpful.
4.Retain some routines. Although many things about our lives can change in the midst of
an outbreak like this, try to maintain as many routines as possible, such as bedtime, din-
ner times, and other activities within the home. This provides a sense of security for
kids.
